TOURNAMENT RULES – ALDERMAN HAMMOND

1.
Tournament Referees will be Appointed by Southampton Netball Association.  The decision of the Referee is final.

 2.
All games must be played under England Netball Rules, except where Special Tournament Rules apply.

 3.
All games shall be 8 minutes each way with 2 minute between games, depending on numbers attending

 4.
Points will be awarded as follows:-

5 for a Win

3 for a Draw

1 for the Losing Team Scoring more than 50% of the Winning Goals

 5.
In the event of a tie, goal average (goals for divided by goals against) will 
decide placings.

 6.
Captains will toss for first centre pass before the game commences.

 7.
All Teams must wear Registered Kit and provide a Size 5 Netball.

8.
A Team Squad will consist of a maximum of twelve (12) players.  Each Team must provide an Umpire with a minimum of Beginner Award

 9.
No Team may start a match with less than five players.

10.
Late arrivals may join a game, after notifying the Umpires:-

(a)
After play has been stopped because a goal has been scored when 

they must fill the vacant position(s)

(b)
At the half time change-over

(c)
At the half time change-over Team positions may be changed quickly, 

if required, after notifying the Umpires and the opposition.

11.
If a Reserve starts playing because of the late arrival of a player she shall

continue to play until the half time change-over when she may be substituted.

12.
If a Team fails to arrive on court on time, or with less than five (5) players, the

five points shall be awarded to the Team present at the correct time (and 10 - 
0 given in goals).  If both Teams do not fulfil these conditions no points will 
be awarded.

13.
Teams that drop out completely, as well as late arrivals, will forfeit their 
Deposit and be banned from entering the very next Tournament.  Teams 
arriving later than the start of the Tournament will be disqualified.

14.
A player may not participate in the Semi-final or Final unless she has played 

at least one game in the earlier rounds.

15.
Clubs with multiple teams - players can only play for one team but in the event of an injury a 'B' Team player can play for the 'A' Team but has to remain with that Team and cannot take part in any further 'B' Team games.                       NO 'A' TEAM PLAYER CAN PLAY FOR THE 'B' TEAM.

16.
Substitution is allowed providing Umpires and the opposing Captains are 
notified

(a)
for accident or illness, when only the injured player may be substituted

and no change of playing position may be made.  Because of 


Tournament Conditions, the opposition may not substitute at this time.

(b)
During the half time change-over, providing substitution takes place

immediately, and the opposing Captain is given adequate time to 


substitute if she so wishes, either Team may substitute according to 

England Netball Rules. If a substitution is made the original player may 

take no further part in the game.

17.
No extra time will be allowed for stoppages due to accident or illness, except

for the Finals.

19.
All games will be centrally timed, but will start and finish on the Umpire's

whistle.

20.
All Captains shall assemble fifteen (15) minutes from the beginning of the 
Tournament to have Rules explained.

19.
A Warning Bell will be rung two (2) minutes before the start of the 
Tournament.

UMPIRING

All Teams Deposit cheques will be withheld and not returned unless their Umpiring Commitment has been properly fulfilled to the satisfaction of the Officials.

Every Team must provide an Umpire who holds a minimum of Beginner Award
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
