I would like to start by thanking you the members for attending this evening and  I’m sure you would all like to join me in showing your appreciation to your committee for all the work they have contributed to enable  you to enjoy your sport…

I would like to briefly give you an update on the Satisfaction Survey. The reason for the survey is to enable the committee to make improvements in the areas identified by your replies, in order for you to gain the best experience.  Feedback from participants is essential in any organisation, in order to improve performance, I am not going to give the finer details of the survey at this point, but I can say that from the 52 responses received there are areas that the committee can focus on. 

One of the areas we asked opinions on was communication, you were asked to rate if it was satisfactory ‘Our club is kept regularly informed of events taking place in the local area’.  All 52 responses agreed this was satisfactory, however in order to ensure all members receive this information we need to have all contact details for our members.  

Val Banks the SNA Secretary, sent all clubs a request with the AGM paperwork for a Contact Information form to be completed and returned to her by 4th of June.  Clubs have been reminded several times via email when SNA information emails have been sent; to date only 17 completed forms have been received. If you are not the secretary for your club, can you please take responsibility for contacting them and ensure that the form is completed and returned.  

The Freddie Cook Sunlit League is proving to be a success, great to see that this new league has been very well supported.  Entries surpassed our expectations to the extent that we that we did not have enough courts to accommodate all the teams to play on one evening. Rather than turn teams away a solution was offered of another evening to be utilised for playing. I am hopeful that the weather will continue to support us too.

Netball in Southampton is thriving, along with the senior leagues we have a junior league running through the summer, as well as hosting the Hampshire Junior league through the winter months. The success of these leagues can be attributed to the organisational skills of Chris Grainger, and thanks go to her for her tireless contributions.

I am keeping this report brief, a relief to you all I’m sure. However there is one message I would like to convey and that is that you have a team of people within the committee who are working really hard to offer opportunities for your development in terms of coaching, mentoring and umpiring.  For the first time in many years we have a Coaching and Development Administrator  Carey McCormick, who is very proactively offering opportunities for the improvement of coaches in our area. Along with the work that Peter Bennett the Umpiring Administrator has undertaken this year, the SNA is offering plenty of opportunity for development and would urge you all to take advantage of the opportunities being offered, and once you make a commitment to a course please ensure that you see it through.

APPENDIX B

League and Tournament Administrator Report

I would like to thank all teams for their help and support in playing all fixtures and completing the leagues considering the appalling weather we have had.  I cannot recall any year when we have cancelled so many fixtures. During the period of adverse weather decisions were made to cancel fixtures on the Friday evening for the Winter League which on the whole worked well giving people notice to enable them to organise their days. Only one fixture was cancelled where the weather would have allowed fixtures to be played but venues were not suitable to play on.

As per my report last year teams wanted the Spring and Summer League to be amalgamated and become a competitive league. This certainly turned out to be the case as the number of entries exceeded the number of courts available on a Wednesday.  A decision had to be made quickly how to manage this. Looking at the bigger picture it was felt that the Premier Division would be the most appropriate division to play on another night. BTN was an option but this would not help the overall running of the leagues and fit in with the development plan to increase support for officials. BTN teams need to see what level they are striving to achieve to progress in the leagues. Premier Division was to be played on a Thursday which from a mentoring point of view has worked very well. We have very few mentors and we were being stretched over all levels of umpires. Teams were finding it difficult to get B award umpires but those who have attended a B award course are able to be accessed and mentored on Thursday fixtures.

BTN games continue to be umpired by umpires on the mentoring programme.  

Teams were asked for suggestions for a name for the new league which was eventually named the Freddie Cook Sunlit League.   Freddie Cook will be remembered by many of the players for all the work she did for netball in Southampton both as the Chair and President.

When the league finishes in July it will be evaluated and teams will be asked for feedback.   Please do not do this until I ask for it.

It is very good to see 2 competitive leagues in Southampton with the winter league continuing to run on Saturdays.

The Margaret Whittaker League was well supported and again included the BTN Division. 

Many of the Juniors have played in the new Hampshire League with Southampton being a hub for this. Games have been played on Saturday afternoons which has enabled our beginner umpires to be mentored whilst umpiring competitive netball.

I would like to take this opportunity of thanking Peter Bennett for arranging the umpires for the juniors, BTN leagues and all play offs and to the umpires themselves for giving up their time.

Southampton are running a Summer League for the Junior Clubs on a Wednesday evening.

Teams losing points - The number of teams having points deducted this season was 16 . It is so easy to avoid losing the hard earned points. Maybe next year this might be less.

Rules have been updated and are on the website. These were implemented from March 2014 and will affect all leagues.

Teams are reminded that if there is any change to their Safeguarding Officer they must inform the League Administrator. 

Teams with players under the AGE OF 18 will have to be CAPS accredited or registered and actively working towards the accreditation to be able to enter the leagues. The minimum of Bronze Award must be accredited within 2 years to continue to enter the leagues run by SNA.

The website is regularly updated so that you all have access to fixtures, results, tables and general information including cancellation of fixtures.

Communication with all members has been successful and will continue by email. If your email address is incorrect or changes please let us know. 

With the introduction of the BEEP test for umpires it has motivated many to work on their fitness and so the expectation is that umpires will use this fitness to ensure they move appropriately when umpiring games.

Umpires continue to be an issue for some teams. Like Peter, I still get many calls, emails etc because umpires cannot be found or some teams just do not bother to put umpires out. The list of umpires has been created but I am finding it extremely difficult to get contact details from clubs so this remains to go on the website when complete. 

Teams are reminded that they only have one years grace to get a qualified umpire to be able to enter leagues.

Hampshire are running courses and these details are sent on a regular news sheet from Val and can be found on the website. It is your responsibility to get yourself booked on to the courses and then arrange to be part of the mentoring sessions that Peter is running.

SNA continue to be well represented in the South Region Leagues:

Dreams 1 and 2, Weston Park Blades 1 and 2, Swan Centre and Meon in the OPEN leagues and Weston Park Blades and Swan Centre in the under 19’s. Weston Park and Swan Centre in the junior sections of the regional leagues

Hampshire League ran from September with Dreams, Winchester and Meon playing. Winchester finished in second place and will now enter the Div 3 play offs of the Regional League

£80.00 for teams registered with Southampton Margaret Whittaker League the 2012-2013 season and £90.00 for new teams entering the league


Affiliation to Southampton Netball Association

£10.00 for teams affiliated from within Southampton and £15.00 per team for those affiliated outside Southampton

All teams must be EN and SR affiliated

Affiliation details for England Netball will be on the website when they are agreed.

I would like to thank Val and the League Representatives for their continued support this season.

APPENDIX C

Umpiring Administrator Report June 2014.

The beep test was added as a requirement for all umpires to officiate within the SNA leagues.   Just under 115 are currently on the website list. 

An ongoing mentoring programme for trainee umpires has been running throughout the season, with testing as available.  Approximately 20 of whom have joined the website list.  Spaces are available on this continuing programme and all clubs, including Back To Netball and Juniors, are invited.

Following requests from clubs and umpires C award mentoring was added during the current summer league.  Despite these requests and initial interest only one umpire has attended regularly.  Anyone who has been on the C award course and umpires, preferably currently a beginner and interested in working toward a C award, please contact me.

England netball have updated the requirements regarding umpires under 18 years old.  This relates to which age of games they should officiate on their own (basically under their own age) and how they should be supported when umpiring older games.  Please see the website or contact me for details.

My very grateful thanks to all who help make the umpiring for the league take place, in particular, the testers and mentors and the many volunteers and helpers.

This year has seen more local courses both L1 & L2 in our area, and these have been well attended. Many members and coaches have gained their netball coaching qualification or developed even further. New members that have come in via the Back to Netball route are also looking to attend and start on their coaching pathway, which, for development and sustainability of their clubs and the future of our sport is fantastic. 

Various emails have been sent to members to keep informed of initiatives run by Sport Hampshire & Isle of Wight (SHIOW) and Coaching Hampshire & Isle of Wight (CHIOW) and how there is a support network out there for all, I hope this has helped to engage people further. 

For the future, the support will still be here for anybody that is looking to get into coaching or for those that are looking to develop further. There are many opportunities to assist qualified coaches to gain experience with various clubs. There is also support in regards to obtaining funding towards coaching qualifications. The help wouldn’t stop there, as with any course there is paperwork involved, but do not let this deter you, as again qualified coaches that have completed this process are on hand to talk through should you need too. 

Going forward and as it is best practice we feel it is important to ensure all our members are aware of the following - any coaching session should be overseen by a current qualified level 2 coach. We are unable to provide a full list of qualified coaches, it is however possible to confirm if an individual coach is current and qualified. Should anybody have any queries like this, please contact us directly. 

Just to reiterate, please do not hesitate to get in touch, should you need any support regarding anything coaching related. As always, if you have any ideas or suggestions we would love to hear from you.

I would also like to say a big thank you to all the committee members for the tireless work that is put in behind the scenes. Also to all the volunteers, coaches, umpires, members,players and spectators that help support our great sport.
